Jumping Shows

Lothian’s Riding Club

1. All horses to be 4 years and over and 14.3hh and over. Passport maybe checked for height verification.  

2. All riders must be 18 years and over. 18 year olds must provide proof of age if required.

3. A hard hat to EN1384 or PAS015 must be worn, with a dark cover, by all mounted riders whether competing or not.  All hats prefixed SEI or ASTM are not acceptable.  A chin strap, which has a non-detachable retaining harness secured to the shell at more than two points, should be used.  Any rider found to be using a hat to a lower specification will be disqualified.

4. Neither the organizers of this event, nor any person acting on their behalf, the owners of the show ground or the agents acting on their behalf, accept any liability for any loss, damage, accident, injury or illness to horses, riders, spectators or any other persons or property whatsoever.

5. The Judges decision is final.  Any complaints to be made in writing to the secretary and accompanied by £20.  The complaint must be made within one hour of the incidence.

6. Cantering allowed ONLY in the practice and competition areas.

7. All competitors MUST be smartly dressed with correct riding hat and footwear and if possible smart jacket

8. Riders who fall off during the competition must be deemed fit to continue riding and if they wish to do so they do it entirely at their own risk.
